PONY EXPRESS ANNIVERSARY

It’s the 150th Anniversary on April 3, 2010
of the Pony Express. It cost $5 to send a
letter from St. Joseph, Missouri to
Sacramento, California, across 2,000 miles
of open, hostile terrain. The 1860 fee of $5
would be equivalent to more than $100 in
today’s economy. While the legend of the
Pony Express has lasted 150 years, the
actual service was only in existence for 19
months. Its goal was to bring faster mail
service to the West. It succeeded, but horse
and rider could not outrun the telegraph,
which brought the demise of the Pony
Express in November, 1861.
